“Importantly, the portability of the technology underpinning Footprints, which was
undoubtedly a factor in its ‘innovation rating’, means that likeminded online
businesses can become part of our Footprints Network.

“We believe there is a moral obligation to give back to the communities in which we
travel and we believe that is an ongoing responsibility, not just today.”
